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MEMBERSHIP INFORMATION 
   

CLUB MEMBERSHIP  
All members irrespective of their membership classification or club subscription structure must complete a membership 
form. This form must be fully completed and returned to the club registrar or similar who will distribute the copies to the 
appropriate sections of the surf life saving association. Clubs have the option of utilising the standard SLSA 
Membership Form or the form contained in SURFGUARD.  
Membership Forms must have all sections completed and the club must be aware of any limitations, restrictions or 
medical conditions.  
  
MEMEBERSHIP FORMS  
Any person wishing to be a member of a Surf Life Saving Club must sign a membership form and have it accepted by 
a Club.  
Each existing member of a Club needs to complete a membership form annually to renew their membership.  
The form is a declaration that person wishes to be a member of the Surf Life Saving Association and abide by their 
rules and regulations.  
Persons, who do not complete a membership form and have it accepted and signed by a Club, will not be covered for 
insurance purposes. Membership forms need to be signed for all categories of membership including Life members, 
Honorary Members etc.  
These forms can be downloaded from the Branch Membership Database or are available from the Surf Life Saving 
Australia website, or the club website.   
Forms downloaded form the Branch Membership Database are easier for the Club Administrator to update 
membership/records as they only need to update any changes on the form.  
  
NOTE: Any person who is not currently a member of a Club (i.e. The Club has not accepted a signed membership 
form for the current season) should not participate in any activities of the Club i.e patrols, training, use of gyms, 
assistance at Nippers etc, as they are not covered by any SLSA Insurance.  
  
 Membership Categories 
The aim of Surf Life Saving is to establish and recruit members for participation in active surf lifesaving duties and in 
relation to membership categories of SLSA each Affiliated Club should provide for the following types of membership 
and the following minimum qualifications shall be adhered to:  
 
PROBATIONARY MEMBERSHIP: Probationary membership shall be the designation of any person for the time period 
between applying for membership and the gaining of an award and/or the granting of a formal category membership by 
the appropriate Club Committee.   
 
JUNIOR ACTIVITIES MEMBERSHIP (NIPPERS):  
A Junior Activity Member shall be a person who is a minimum age of seven (7) years up to a maximum age of thirteen 
(13) years and such person shall be required to gain the relevant Surf Education Certificate for that Child’s age group.  
The Nippers season runs from 1 October through to 30 September the following year.    
Age Groups - Whatever age your child turns within that period determined the Age Group they will be in, for example, if 
a child turns 11 on or before September 30, he or she will be in the under 12 age group for the whole of that season.   
 
CADET MEMBERSHIP:  
A Cadet Member shall be a member of the age qualification as defined in SLSA’s Manuals and who has obtained the 
Surf Life Saving Certificate or has passed an annual proficiency test.  
  
ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP:  
An Active Member shall;  
a) Be a Bronze Medallion Holder  
b) Fulfill patrol and Club obligations, as provided by SLSA and the Members Club Constitution.  
c) Qualify in an annual proficiency test unless the Member has obtained the Bronze Medallion in that season.  
 
RESERVE ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP:

a) A Club may grant reserve Active Membership to Active Members who have satisfactorily completed (from gaining of 
the Bronze Medallion) at least eight (8) years of patrol and club obligations as provided by the SLSA and Club 
Constitution. Reserve Active Membership shall not be automatic, but shall be granted by resolution of the appropriate 
club body.  
b) Reserve Active Members shall perform a minimum of patrols in each club where they hold Reserve Active 
Membership, as required by SLSA and further patrol duties at the discretion of the Club/s Management.  
c) Reserve Active Members shall complete the annual proficiency test.  
 
  
NOTE: Reserve Active Membership may be granted, under exceptional circumstances to Active Members irrespective 
of years of service.  
  
 
GENERAL MEMBERSHIP:  
a) A Club may grant general Membership to persons who may or may not hold an SLSA award.  
b) General Members shall not have Affiliated Club voting rights unless elected to office or position, which is provided 
with voting rights by the relevant Club Constitution.  
c) General Members shall have privileges as determined by the respective State Centers.  
  
LONG SERVICE MEMBERSHIP:  
a) A Club may grant long Service Membership to Members who have completed ten (10) years active service or to 
Members who have completed eight (8) years active service plus four (4) years reserve active service.  
b) Such members may be exempted from all patrol obligations and may be granted other special privileges of 
Membership as provided in the Clubs Constitution.  
c) Should such Members join another Affiliated Club the receiving Club shall determine if such Members Long Service 
shall be recognised by that Club.  
 
AWARD MEMBERSHIP:  
a) Award Membership may be granted by a Club to persons who hold an SLSA award of one, or more, of the following 
qualifications: - Surf Rescue Certificate, Radio Award/s, Resuscitation Certificate, Advanced Resuscitation Certificate 
(or equivalent).  
b) Such Members may be called upon to perform patrol and/or other Club obligations within the ability of their 
qualifications.  
 
ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP:  
a) A Club may grant associate Membership to persons who may or may not hold an SLSA award.  
b) Associate Members shall not have Affiliated Club voting rights unless elected to office or position, which is provided 
with voting rights by the relevant Club Constitution.  
c) Associate Members shall have a joining and/or annual membership fee substantially greater than fees for other 
categories of membership.  
 
HONARARY MEMBERSHIP:  
A club may grant Honorary Membership to persons who may or may not hold on SLSA award.   
 
LIFE MEMBERSHIP:  
Life membership of a club may be granted by that club to members who have rendered distinguished, or special 
service as provided for in that club's constitution and is relevant to that club only.   
 
PAST ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP:  
a) A club may grant past Active Membership to persons who have held an SLSA Bronze Medallion and been an active 
patrol member for a minimum of three (3) years.  
b) Past Active Members may have club-voting rights at the discretion of the affiliated surf lifesaving club.  
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VOTING RIGHTS:  
Membership voting rights of Affiliated Clubs shall be limited to Active, Reserve Active, Long Service and Life Members.  
 
DUAL MEMBERSHIP:  
In relation to dual or multi-club membership the following shall apply: -  
a) Any member of a club may be admitted as a member of another club or clubs, providing such member has a 
"clearance" as provided for in Clearances.  
b) Any competing member shall not participate in any inter-club competition as a representative of more than one club 
during any one-competition season unless and until their "competitive rights" have been transferred as provided for in 
"Competitive Rights Transfer”.  
c) Any competing member who is a member of more than one club shall be entitled to compete in club events of all 
such clubs.  
  
RESTRICTION ON MEMBERSHIP:  
In relation to membership restriction the following shall apply: -  
a) An non-financial, suspended, excluded or expelled member of a club shall not knowingly apply to join another 
Affiliated Club nor shall a club knowingly admit, accept or retain in membership any past or present member of any 
other club who is indebted to in any way, or is currently suspended or expelled from any club.  
b) A club shall immediately provide the relevant State Centre the names and addresses of members who have had 
their membership cancelled or suspended and such information, including the period of suspension/cancellation of 
membership shall be set out in a register provided for that purpose.  
c) Should a member of more than one club be suspended or expelled by any club they shall not be allowed to compete 
in competition for any other club of which they are a member or in any other club competition or in any other SLSA 
competition, while under suspension or expulsion.  
d) Any dispute/s shall be referred to the relevant State Centre.

REQUIRED HOURS 
All members who wish to compete at any State or Australian Championship must be financial, proficient and carry out 
their rostered patrol duties.  
The minimum number of patrol hours must not be less than 25 hours for the preceding calendar year. The minimum 
requirement for Active Reserve members must not be less than 12 hours for the preceding year 
NB* If you cannot make your rostered patrol it is your responsibility to arrange a substitute or you may be penalised 
and asked to make up additional hours.  
 
MINIMUM PATROLLING STRENGTHS AND AWARDS 
There is a required minimum of 3 proficient Bronze Medallion holders on patrol at any time. 1 of the bronze holders 
must be a proficient IRB crew and another must be a proficient IRB driver 
1 of the patrolling members must be a holder of a Basic Beach Management award. It is also required that there is 1 
ARC member on each patrol, and a proficient spinal and defib patrollinmg member.  
 
Competition and Carnivals 

In order to compete, members must have completed the minimum requirements for patrol hours - see patrolling 
section above.  
Surf Life Saving competition involves a large number of events held at regular interclub, district, state and national 
levels.  
The events that members can compete in are as follows.

 -Beach Flags 
 -Beach Sprint 
 -Beach relay 
 -Ironwoman/Ironman 
 -U15&17s Ironwoman/Ironman 
 -Surf Ski – Single and Double races 
 -Board Race

 -Taplin Relay 
 -Surf Boats 
 -Surf Belt Race 
 -Rescue & Resuscitation 
 -Run Swim Run 
 
If you are interested in competing in any of the above events please contact the relevant trainer.  
At all carnivals Warriewood club swimmers and club caps must be worn.  
NB * Competitors may be disqualified for not wearing club uniform.

Proficiency  
 
All lifesavers are required to complete a proficiency test to prove competency in the lifesaving award/s they hold and in 
which they wish to remain current.  
Any members proficiency is valid from 1st of January to 31st of December each year and must be completed as per the 
Surf Life Saving Australia Manual.  
It is advisable members complete their proficiency as early as possible to ensure they are eligible to patrol the beach 
and compete if desired.  
All proficiencies must be completed under a certified supervisor and sign off. Proficiency dates and times have been 
arranged by the club. Please visit the website www.warriewoodslsc.com.au for details relating to dates and times.  
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Junior Club Activities (Nippers) 
Weekly Sunday activities 

There are over 27,000 junior life savers (nippers) in Australia. Nippers learn about surf awareness and safety while 
participating in fun activities on the beach such as running and flags, as well in the surf with board paddling, swimming, 
surfing, and for the younger ones, wading.  
 
Any child can join Nippers. They do not have to be competitors or super athletes! One of the best things about Nippers 
is seeing young children overcome their fear of the water. Children who are afraid of the water can develop through 
encouragement, education and training to be confident in the surf.

These activities are aimed at Nippers who would like to improve their skills as follows: 
� Proficient swimmers who would like to learn to paddle a board (must have water 

proficiency level as set by the SLSA). 
� Proficient swimmers who would like to improve their confidence in the surf (must 

have water proficiency level as set by the SLSA).  
� All Nippers who would like to improve their skills on the sand: beach sprints, flags 

and relays. 
 

Mums and Dads who are bringing Nippers to the 9.00 am training sessions are encouraged to 
assist in setting up the beach for the days' main activities.   
 

10am Nippers For safety reasons, all Nippers must wear a club cap while participating in activities. Names should 
be clearly visible on the white stripes of the cap. 
 
All Nippers should be wearing sun block. For those who forget, a supply is kept by the beach 
patrol. 
 
Children are encouraged to wear the club swimsuits, T-shirts or rash vests, all of which can be 
purchased from the club. 
 
All other equipment is provided by the club and is available for the use of registered Nippers.   
 
Other Sunday morning activities include: 

� Ocean swimming 
� Board paddling 
� Sprints 
� Flags 

Activities for our younger Nippers (U6 and U7) include beach games and a wade. The focus for the 
younger age groups is very much on being safe and having fun on the beach (NOTE There is no 
club championship for these age groups) 
 
Parents and Age Managers 
Activities are organised in age groups. Each age group has an Age Manager. Parents are 
encouraged to participate as Age Managers by supervising the weekly events and recording the 
results. 
 
Parents who are not Age Managers are also required to assist as starters, judges and recorders. 
Parents may not leave their Nippers without remaining at the beach themselves.  
No child minding services are provided. 
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Surf Education 
An important part of Sunday activities is Surf Education. Surf Education is offered to Nippers of all 
ages and follows the requirements set out by the Surf Life Saving Association's Junior Activities 
Board. 
 
The program has been developed to enable children to recognise and enjoy a safe beach 
environment. 
 
Each Sunday morning the Age Managers implement a section of this program. The four main 
learning areas are: 

� Surf awareness 
� Surf skills 
� First aid 
� Resuscitation (for under 10s and over) 

 
The Age Manager records which sections the children have completed. 
The ultimate goal of surf education is: 

 
Surf Awareness = Surf Safety = Surf Smart!

Competition and Carnivals 

Sydney Northern Beaches branch conduct junior carnivals during the season for age groups of U/8 and up. The 
carnivals are held as a competition between nippers of different clubs. 
 
Individual competition events for carnivals include: 
U/8’s – Individual sprint, beach flags, wade race, sprint relay and wade relay.  
U/9 & U/10 – Sprint, beach flags, sprint relay, surf swim, board race, swim teams and board relay 
U/11 up – Sprint, beach flags, sprint relay, surf swim, board race, swim teams, board relay, board rescue and iron man.  
 
Club competition events for carnivals include: 
Cameron relay, march past and R&R. There is also surf board riding for all competitors aged 12 years to 14 years.  
 
At all carnivals Warriewood club swimmers and club caps must be worn. Competitors may be disqualified for not 
wearing club uniform.

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Education and Training  

For safety, it is a SLSA requirement that all nippers U8 to U14 be assessed as proficient in the water before 
participating in any water activities.  This proficiency process involves completing the Junior Participation Skill 
Evaluation.  Nippers wishing to compete at carnivals are also required to complete the Junior Competition Skill 
Evaluation.

All children must complete the Junior Participation Skill Evaluation as soon as possible. No child will be allowed to 
continue participating at Nippers if this proficiency has not been completed.  
A proficiency skill evaluation will be held at a venue to be announced at Nippers  Flyers will be handed out closer to the 
time.  All proficiency skill evaluation will be supervised and approved by SLSA examiners. 
 
Nippers may also be considered proficient if signed documentary evidence from a certified swimming coach in relation 
to above. Required swimming proficiencies is submitted to the Surf Education Officer or Age Manager. 
 
 
Nipper Presentations – 
 
At the end of the season we have Nipper Presentations. Medals are presented to the U5, U6 and U7 age groups 
depending on attendance (65% attendance required). U8 to U14 age groups have 4 major awards presented per age 
group (or per group in the age group if more than one). These are the Age Champion, Water Champion, Beach 
Champion and Age Manager’s Award. Certain criteria must be met for these awards. Your Age Manager will have this 
information.

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The Club Facilities 

Club Gear 
Gear Rules 

1. All club gear is available only for the use of members.  
2. LOOK AFTER IT! 
3. Be mindful of the surf conditions and keep clear of the flags area. 
4. Put it back clean (hose the sand off). 
5. Put it back in its proper place. 
 
*Gear set aside for competition is for competition only 

 
Boards Rules – Nippers only 
 

1. Foam Boards are available to all age groups. 
2. Glass Boards are to be used by Under 11 to Under 14 year old age groups ONLY. 
3. Finned boards are not allowed to enter the flagged water area. This includes foam boards. 
 

Board Training for relevant Nippers runs throughout the season.  Sessions are advertised in the newsletters and each 
Sunday at Nippers, as well as on the website. 
 

1. Surf club boards are for use of members ONLY. 
2. Any boards used outside Nippers are to be under parental supervision.  These boards are to be washed and 

returned to the appropriate storage in the club house. 
Gym 
The surf club has a fully equipped gym available for members.  It is restricted to the use of ACTIVE PATROLLING 
members only. A limited number of keys are available for members at a cost of $ 50.  
Please respect the equipment and put everything back in its original place. Members are required to report any 
damages immediately to the club president.  
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Hall Hire – Members only.  
Members Hall Hiring Policy March 2006  
  
The following policy is a guide to ensure all members have access to this facility at a time most commonly needed. 
Also this is balanced with the financial opportunities hiring provides to the club.  
  
The club will make the member’s hall available for business functions as well as private functions as required subject to 
the following:  
  
The only restrictions for the Members Hall hiring are:   

1.    No hires anytime on Sundays – reserved for all members for use any time. You may book the area with the 
understanding that you may share it with others.  

2.    Saturdays – no hire during the day (for use by members) - available for hire after 17:00 (5:00pm). Members 
who use the hall prior to a hire must assure the area is clean and tidy.  

3.    Weekend hall hiring – Consideration/priority must be given to wedding bookings for a number of reasons 
(parking, noise, the number of people using facilities, cooking smells, etc) as they constitute the majority of 
bookings (thus revenue).  

4.    Only members can hire the Member’s Hall. Members must be present.  
5.    A fee of $150.00 will apply for large evening functions to assist in cleaning and maintenance (toilets, 

electricity, wear and tear, etc). A bond is payable. If using the Deck Area only, for a small BBQ prior to 
5.00pm, a Donation is required.  

6.    The bar should not be used without formal supervision and that will mean additional costs for the hirer 
(wages for bar person who must hold their RSA and must be a club member).   

7.    Confirmation will be given ONLY on the receipt of the booking fee.   
8.    First to book will have priority.  
9.    Surf Club business takes priority but must be pre-booked.  
10.    If the hall is booked this will give exclusive rights to that person (only if the fee paid).   
11.    How does a member know the area is booked? They must book/check through the normal hall hire process.    
12.    Weddings (Members Only) – large weddings can book both halls on Friday and Saturday nights except when 

SIPPERS or other Club functions have been booked. The cost of this is the cost of the Main Hall hire rates 
for members plus Members fee of $150.00 for the Member’s Area. Business Functions: During the week 
business functions can use either area or both depending on requirements.  

13.    Cleaning up – normal conditions apply – the hall must be left in the condition in which it was found (i.e. 
Clean, furniture packed up, Bar Tables and stools placed ready for next function – not stacked to the side 
carpet vacuumed, bathrooms cleaned, kitchen cleaned, rubbish out, etc.) or a cleaning fee will be charged.  

14.    Members are at all times responsible for their guests and held accountable for any damage that may be 
done to property of the club.  

  
 

This policy is new and will take time to finalise and bed down. We should be flexible enough to take unusual 
circumstances in to consideration when booking.

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SAFETY 
 

Safety is our first priority. 
 

Safety on the beach 
Although Age Managers supervise beach and water events for each age group, parents must remain on the beach. No 
child minding facilities are provided and some age groups have large numbers of participants.  
 
PLEASE inform your child's Age Manager before taking your child from the beach.  
 

Safety in the surf 
The Surf Life Saving Association lays down guidelines for water safety.  Warriewood strictly adheres to those 
guidelines. 
 
Importantly, the IRB (rubber ducky) has to be in the water during all water events and one bronze medal holder for 
every 5 swimmers is compulsory.  
 
Parents who have achieved their SLSA Bronze may accompany children, not necessarily their own child, in the water. 
The more parents we have, the greater the level of safety.  
 
Our Water Manager assesses each age group and the water conditions before each event. This may take a little while, 
or even result in an event being cancelled, however the safety of the children always comes first!  
 
The Water Manager will allocate more adults to a particular event or age group as necessary.  
 

Safety in the sun 
Surf Life Saving requires that all children must wear sunscreen, a rash vest, have a water bottle and appropriate 
headwear. It is the responsibility of parents to provide these and ensure that their children use them. 
 

Who’s Who in The Surf 
Beach Patrol Members must wear Red and Yellow Caps at all times while patrolling. 
 
It is important that you and your Nippers know these rules: 

1. Nippers must wear their Nipper caps.  
2. Names on Nippers’ caps must be clearly legible.  
3. Nippers must complete their events with their hats on their head, securely fastened or be disqualified.  
4. On no account must a Nipper wear their cap in the water unless participating in a water event. 
5. When not participating in a water event, swimming is only allowed in the patrolled area between the flags.   

 
Water Safety Officers must wear Orange caps (all Water Safety Officers must be bronze medallion holders). 
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SOCIAL ACTIVITIES  
There are a number of social events throughout the year which, not only afford the opportunity to meet new people but 
also contribute significantly to the fundraising activities required to run the club. 
 
You can also support the club by being part of the Social committee. This committee has a lot of fun while planning and 
organising the events. 
 
We also have Friday night Sippers where the bar is open. The Sippers theme nights are shown below. This is a great 
opportunity to have a fun night out and meet new and old club mates.
