Warriewood Beach SLSC Junior Activities Committee Guidelines for Aquapark Rebound 16 (Trampoline)

When to Use
The trampoline can only be used at or for official Nipper Events:

Regular Sunday sessions

Carnivals or competitions

Other training events organised by Warriewood SLSC.

Who to Use
The Trampoline can be set up and used by water safety managers who have been instructed on the correct and safe way to assemble, use and dissemble all the equipment, and can meet the obligations of water safety.

Any person on the trampoline must be either

-  a current (financial) nipper of Warriewood SLSC or

-  a current (financial) member (including nipper parents who are social members) of  Warriewood SLSC

All nippers using the Trampoline must be wearing their Nipper cap.

Where to use

The Trampoline can only be used in the water.

In the ocean (including Pittwater) the water safety and Patrol Captain must be engaged to determine the safest location for the trampoline. 

Patrol Captain and Water Safety will have the final decision on whether the trampoline can be used or not.

When used in the ocean the trampoline must be positioned at a depth where no child falling off the trampoline will hit the bottom. Minimum depth 2m. Dependent upon tide it may require it to be placed deeper. 

Rules 

No-one is to be on the trampoline when it is being moved or positioned in the ocean.

No-one is to swim under the trampoline at any time.

No-one is to dive head first from the trampoline.

Never use at night.

Never use in low light conditions.

Never use in poor weather conditions, with excessive wind, waves or lightning.

Trampoline must be securely anchored before use.

Standard SLSA water Safety Requirements/Ratios apply. In addition two water safety must be positioned near the trampoline at all times. Also give thought to providing boards/tubes to children to rest on in the water while waiting their turn. 

All nippers are to attend a water safety briefing before entering the water to swim out to the trampoline. The briefing will cover swimming to and from the trampoline and the use of the trampoline.

Only 2 children allowed on trampoline at a time. Children wait in the water for their turn. Only one person allowed on the slide at a time. Only one person allowed on the log at a time.

Nippers should not hang off the side of the trampoline after their turn or while awaiting their next turn. This is to prevent injury if another child falls off the trampoline onto them.

The IRB should be in attendance at all times

Deflation, Cleaning and Storage of Aquapark

Clean with fresh water and dry off.

Completely deflate and pack away in storage unit.

Report any issues or damage to a committee member as soon as possible.

Sunday morning Nipper Aquapark Routine

1. Assessment Of Surf Conditions

Patrol Captain in conjuction with Aquapark water safety managers conduct a risk assessment of surf conditions. They make a decision as to whether the Aquapark can be used.

2. Inflation(15-20 minutes)
Once decision is made Aquapark is removed from storage facility

Inflation commenced using turbo pump (It is not recommended that compressed air is used)

3.Water Set Up
Inflated Aquapark taken to waters edge.

Members from IRB crew tow the unit to the designated area.

4. Anchoring Anchor using sand plough anchor.  Once anchor is in a secure position the top of the rope should be fitted with a plastic bouy and where  at least 2-3 feet of slack in the line should be available before unit is tied off.

5. Nipper use Once unit correctly anchored and in position, the unit will be ready for use.  One age group at a time to use.

6. Water Safety  With the assistance of the aquapark water safety managers and water safety.  The nippers will swim out to the aquapark and climb on the boarding platform and gain access to the bouncer area.  Only maximum of 2 persons on bouncer area at one time.  Only 1 person is allowed on the slide and only 1 person is allowed on the log.

Timing on bouncing area limited

Person is to exit by either slide or I log

Once the person has exited the area using slide or I log, the next group is ready to go

Playtime is cancelled when the event of irresponsible actions is experienced

Once allotted time period is expired all persons swim back to the beach area with the assistance of water safety personnel.

7. Deflation, cleaning and storage clean with fresh water and dry off. Completely deflate and pack away in storage unit.
